e James 2:14 - opening proposition. Diatribe style, a hypothetical question and answer
style of arguing against an imaginary opponent (or objector) while building a case for his
position.

o Deuteronomy 15:7-11 “If among you, one of your brothers should become..”

= Acts 2:44-45 And all who believed were together and had all things in...
o 1John 3:17-19 “But if anyone has the world’s goods and sees his brother in need
o James 2:17 — “So also faith by itself, if it does not have works, is dead.”
